 Age- is at an age that would allow progression during the programme.  

(Potentially 15-21 age range) 

 

 Understands that keelboat sailing is very different to dinghy sailing and 

requires the ability to be able to work independently and as part of a team 

regardless of peers ability, race, religion, sex etc. 

 

 Ability to work in a team environment  

 

 Understand the risk involved with keelboats and the higher loads involved, 

and accept those risks as part a part of the discipline.
