Notice of Race
Objective

5 days racing including training to build on South Wales Winter Training. Whilst racing and quality racing is the intention of the series, courses maybe adapted and training may be provided to suit the age and ability of competitors. The series will cater for experienced racers through to novice sailors travelling to their first event.

There will be up to 7 fleets at events
General Handicap fleet 
- To include all 3 Laser sail sizes and other GH boats

Topper
Gold

- To provide racing for all Topper class Sailors

Topper Silver

- To race with main topper fleet but separate prizes may be awarded

Optimist Gold 

- Racing for the Provisional ranked top 12 sailors (Regional Squad Gold) or equivalent

Optimist Silver 

- Racing for the winter ranked subsequent “Regional Squad” Sailors or equivalent
Optimist Training 
- Racing & Training provided to all subsequent “Development” Squad Optimists or equivalent
Windsurf

- Racing for windsurfers at Corus, Mumbles & Llandegfedd CYRC’s
Ethos

It is the ethos of the CYRC series to welcome and help less experienced sailors. Experienced (Gold) fleet sailors and

parents are asked to always assist less experienced sailors at these events.  e.g. check rigging, advise on how to replace unsuitable kit, where to go, launching etc.

Ranking

For Regional Squads the South Wales CYRC series will be used to aid in selection for the winter training programme.
For National Squads the GBR events will be used to aid in selection for places in the National Squad

Notice of Race

1. Organising Authority

The organising authority is the Welsh Yachting Association in conjunction with the host sailing club of each event.  

2. Rules

2.1 Racing will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2009 - 2012. 
This Notice of Race may be amended by a Notice to Competitors from the Organising Authority. If there is any conflict with a Sailing Instruction, the Sailing Instruction shall prevail.

2.1 Local Rule: - Rubbish shall not be put overboard. However, it may be placed on support boats

3. Classes and eligibility

Racing will be in the Optimist, Topper, and General Handicap classes. Entries will be accepted in these classes from

sailors under the age of 19 years on 31/12/10 (Optimist sailors under 16 on 31/12/10)

4. Entries

Entries shall be submitted on the day accompanied by an official entry form for the event along with payment-

Single-handed £10
Double handed £15
Entry is at Registration
4.1 Entries shall include parent or guardian (over 18) signed declaration to include emergency contact and medical information on behalf of the sailor taking part.

5. Registration

Competitors will register in the race office from 0930. There will be a competitors briefing at 10.15am in or around the

Club house.

6. Measurement

Measurement certification is not required for Optimists but all boats must be of a basic seaworthy standard which should include:
Optimist  - 6m painter with loop, adequately inflated buoyancy bags, mast ties securely fixed, inclusion of bailers, removable

mainsheet.
Topper and Laser fleets are allowed to use training sails. Other measurement concessions will be at the Race Officer’s

discretion and must be obtained at registration.

It is the competitors responsibility to meet basic seaworthy standards failure to do so may result in a support boat designated by the race committee to send or hold a boat ashore.  Redress will not be given on grounds of safety.  
7. Sailing Instructions

Sailing instructions will be issued on www.welshsailing.org and at Corus Sailing Club and will apply for all 5 events. Local variations will be posted on the official notice board at each event if required.

8. Racing Programme

Racing will be held in the fleets described above. Optimist Training fleet may race at different times and on a different course to Optimist Silver and Gold fleets. Optimist Training sailors may if they wish request to move up to the silver fleet at any time during the series. Approval will be made on discretionary basis by the race officer of the day.

9. Courses and Racing Areas

Courses will be announced at the briefing.

10. Scoring

10.1 The event will be scored using the low points system in Appendix A,

10.2 Each boat’s event score will be the total of her race scores with her worst score discarded if 3 or more races have

been completed.

10.3 In order to qualify for the CYRC Series, boats must complete three out of five events. Each boat’s series score

will be the aggregate of her best three overall results (two discards allowable if all five events are completed)

11. Coaches and Supporters

Only official Coaches and safety boats appointed by the Event Organiser may: -

a. Communicate with competitors afloat

b. Tow competitors to or from the race area without permission from the race management team.

c. Enter the race area.

12. Rights to use names and likenesses

Competitors automatically grant to the organizers authority without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and

show any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of or relating to the event.

13. Prizes

13.1 A prize giving will be held at the end of each event. The series prize giving will be held as soon as possible after

the final race of the final event scheduled for Llandegfedd Sailing Club on the 26th of June. Discretionary Merritt

awards may be given to sailors who have shown significant improvement or have helped others the most.

14. Safety

14.1 Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all competitors whilst afloat. Wet suits and dry suits do not constitute personal buoyancy.

14.2 A Tally system or sign on / off system will be used to record each boat going afloat, and to record its safe return.

A boat not complying with the system may be fined at the Race officers discretion. Repeated failure to tally may

lead to disqualification

14.3 Boats will not launch until released by the Beach Master.

15. Disclaimer of Liability

Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this

responsibility. It is for competitors to decide whether their boat is fit to sail in the conditions in which it will find itself.

By launching or going to sea competitors confirm the boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail

and compete in them. Nothing done by the organizers can reduce the responsibility of the owners and/or competitors,

nor will it make the organizers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have

occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organizers encompass everyone helping to run the event.

The provision of patrol boats does not relieve owners and competitors of their responsibilities
16. Insurance

Boats are required to be adequately insured including insurance against third party claims of at least £2,000,000
