This is an exciting time for sailing and windsurfing clubs in Wales to improve club volunteers by accessing a Regional Community Coach to help run and improve your club’s training programme. To make the most of the opportunities available it is imperative for you to get in touch to find out how we can help and get your club benefiting from this exciting programme now!

Sport Council of Wales Regional Community Coach funding is set to make a real difference to sailing and windsurfing clubs across Wales by providing free coaching/volunteer training development days to clubs, and access to additional training resources. Full details of the programme, including who is eligible and the benefits, can be found on the new Welsh Sailing website, with links to the RYA’s new Volvo Champion Club Website.

How do you engage with the Community Coach Funding?

The key to accessing funding is to start a dialogue with your local Regional Development Officer who will be responsible for allocating the funding in your region. They will also be able to offer expert advice in the area of how to use the resource to best suit your club’s objectives. 

Clubs already established as VCC / Dragon Sail may have different requirements and should maintain dialogue with the Welsh High Performance Manager/Regional Development Officer.  Examples may include matching a specific class coach to help develop your racing programmes or help in developing your instructional team to make the move towards engaging with further RYA/ WYA programmes.
Eligible sailing and windsurfing clubs can engage for 2008 by either:

· Completing and returning the attached engagement form. This will form the basis for discussion with your local Regional Development Officer. Once completed please return the form to Ceri Yeomans at the WYA.

· Sending a simple club development plan to your local Regional Development Officer. If you need help with this your RDO is here to help!

The reporting requirements for clubs that benefit from this Sports Council Wales funding have been reduced, making it less onerous for clubs, therefore enabling more valuable time to be spent focussing on the delivery of training sessions.
